Road works in the Avenue du Vert Chasseur (until November 2010)
Dear Parents and Pupils,
As you may already be aware there are road works in Vert Chasseur and currently it is impossible to access the Chaussée de Waterloo from Vert Chasseur.
To get to school we would therefore strongly advise you to use public transport, to arrive by foot, bike or scooter. However, if you have no alternative but to bring your children to school by car, please be aware that you will have no access to Vert Chasseur and at the Square de la République d’Argentine you will be forced to take either Avenue de l’Observatoire or Rue des Astronomes.

One of the school guards (employed by SGI) will be at the entrance to Vert Chasseur to guide parents requiring help.
Please note that there are several possibilities for parking within 10 minutes walk of the school if you drive towards Place Saint Job. 

Pedestrian access to the school site for pupils and parents remains unchanged.
· arrive and leave by the Vert Chasseur or Waterloo entrance

· arrive and leave by Opstal : for school staff and secondary pupils only.

We must emphasise that there may be exceptionally heavy traffic in the area around the school and you will need to allow more time than usual for your journey to school if you come by car.

Your patience and cooperation are essential if we are to ensure the smooth running of the school and above all the safety of your children.
